A long-time campaigner says one pair of eyes can treat upto four people

Daily eye donations in Bengaluru remain as low as
12-20, says M K Krishna, a long-time campaigner of
the cause. He sensi- tises people to corneal
blindness, considered the most common treat- able
form of blindness, and spreads awareness
about how it can be reversed with timely cornea
donations.

The National Eye Donation Fort- night 2024 is
underway and will be on until September 8. Eye
donation often involves recovering tissue from the
cornea of a deceased person. The corneal tissue
extracted from a pair of eyes can restore vision of up
to four blind persons.

“India requires 1 lakh cornea donations a year. But
superstitions get in the way. People believe one will
be born blind in their next life if they have their eyes
removed after death," says Krishna. He is honorary
director, Dr Rajkumar Eye Bank, Narayana
Nethralaya, and ex-chairperson, Eye Bank
Association of India, south zone.

His journey with eye donation began with his father's
deathin 1996. "We donated his eyes. Two years later,
when my mother passed away, we donated her eyes
too. My immediate and extended family has donated
23 pairs of eyes. It's become a family tradition," says
the 72 year old resident of Malleswaram.

He has seen the transformative power of eye
donation. "A boy was 14-15 years old when he got the
transplant. He went on to study engineering and is
now employed. | have seen a family's happiness
when their toddler was able to see them for the first
time," he recalls.

Due to a shortage of donated corneas, young children
or persons with blindness in one eye are given priority
for transplants.

Success rate of the transplant is 98-99%.

He addresses the subject in a rather reassuring way:

"If anyone is aware of his memory problems --he does not
have Alzheimer's."

This is "Anosognosia" or temporary forgetfulness.

Half of people 60 and older have some symptoms that
are due to age, rather than disease.

The most common cases are:
1. forgetting the name of a person;

2. goingtoaroominthe house and notremembering why
we were going there;

3. ablank memory for a movie title or actor\actress;

4. awaste of time searching where we left our glasses or
keys;

After 60 years, most people have such a difficulty,
which indicates that it is not a disease, but rather a
characteristic, due to the passage of years.

Many people are concerned about these oversights
hence the importance of the following statement:

"Those who are conscious of being forgetful, have no
serious problem of memory."

"Those who suffer from a memory illness or
Alzheimer's --are not aware of what is happening."

Professor Bruno Dubois, Director of IMMA, reassures
the majority of people concerned about their
oversights:

"The more we complain about memory loss, the less
likely we are to suffer from memory sickness."

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A LETTER FROM ORTHOPAEDIC DOCTOR TO ALL ELDERLY PERSONS

| don't advocate determination of bone density anymore,
because the elderly will definitely have osteoporosis, and
with the increase of age, the degree of osteoporosis will
definitely become more and more serious, and the risk of
fracture is bound to get bigger.

There is a formula:
The risk of fracture= external damage force/ bone density.

The elderly are prone to fractures because the
denominator value (bone density) is getting smaller and
smaller, so the risk of fractures will definitely increase.

Therefore, the most important measure for the elderly to
prevent fractures is to do everything possible to prevent
accidental injuries.

How to reduce accidental injuries.

There are the twelve major characters of the so-called
secret that | summed up, which is:

“Be careful, be careful, be careful again!"

Specific measures include:

1. Never stand on a chair or stool to get something.
2. Try not to go out on rainy days.

3. Take special care when bathing or using the toilet, to
prevent slipping.

4. The mostimportant, especially for women - don't wear
underwear in bathroom, taking support of wall or other
things. The commonest cause of slipping and fracture
of hip joint. After bath, come back to your changing
room. Sit comfortably on either a chair or on your bed
and then put on underwear.

5. While going to toilet, ensure that bathroom floor is dry
and not slippery. Use only commode and at the same
time, fix a hand rest to hold on to, while getting up from
the commode seat. Same is true while taking a bath
sitting on bath stool.

6. Besuretocleanupthe clutteronthe floor of the house
before going to bed, and take double care when floor
is wet.

7. When getting up in the middle of the night, sit on the
bedfor 3-4 minutes before standing up, be suretoturn
on the light first, and then get up.

8. At least in night or even during day time (if feasible),
please do not close toilet door from inside. If possible,
have an alarm bell fitted in toilet, and press it to
summon help from family members etc in case of any
emergency.

9. Seniors must sit on a chair or a bed to wear pants etc.

10. In the event of a fall, you must stretch out your hands
to getsupportfromthe ground. Itis betterto fracture the
forearm and wrist than to fracture the femoral neck at
the hip joint.

11. Istrongly advocate exercise, atleast walk, to the extent
possible for you.

12. Especially forwomen be very very serious to keep your
weight in permissible limits. Diet control is the most
important key. Feed leftovers to stray cows. Keeping
your weight in control is absolutely in your head and
your mind, " always better to stop eating with half
stomach full, ratherthan eattill have a satiety for having
full stomach.

Regarding increasing bone mass, | also advocate dietary
supplements (dairy products, soy products and seafood,
especially small shrimp skins, which are high in calcium)
rather than medicinal supplements.

The other is to do outdoor activities properly, because sun
exposure (under UV light) converts the cholesterol in the
skin into vitamin D.

It is beneficial to promote intestinal absorption of calcium
and osteoblast activity which has the effect of delaying
osteoporosis.

Pay special attention to the non-slip floor of the bathroom.
When going up the stairs, use the handrails and don't fall.
Everyone, take care.”

Therefore, the elderly must pay attention to anti-skid and
anti-fall measures.

One fall will cost ten years of life. Because the bones and
muscles may break. So, be careful.

*Avoid standing for too long*

The message may look long, but it's worth reading it
especially for the seniors, and those taking care of seniors.
